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EDUCATION SPONSORSHIP
Sponsoring a young African child’s education is one of the biggest gifts you can give them, as there is no free public education here. This is especially so when they are in a program that not only informs the mind – but transforms the mind and the heart. And, even more so when they are part of a life-long brotherhood/sisterhood that keeps them together for accountability, support and influence through out their lives. This is what happens in our programs.  

We work with youth at all levels of education.  Below are listed a variety of stages of education with an idea of what it cost per year to support a child’s education at this level:

Primary (Elementary) Education: $200 Per year (grades 1-7)

Ordinary Level Secondary (High School): $400 Per year (grades 8-11)

Advanced Level Secondary (University Prep): $800 Per year (grades 12-13)

University Education: $1000 Per year for 3 years.
SCHOOLS INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT
These are some maintenance needs or building projects we would like to see happen at our various schools.

Project: Primary School Classroom block
Location: Ekitangala Ranch, Uganda

Our primary school is growing (700 students), classrooms are very crowded and we need to expand.  

Total Estimated Cost: $15,000

Project: Primary School Classroom desks 
Location: Ekitangala Ranch, Uganda
For the elementary school serving a poor community with 700 kids in it. The school has been growing rapidly - all kids get lunch plus weekly Christ-centered character development classes. We need about 50 new desks. Each desk seats about 3 kids and costs $50
Total Estimated Cost: $ 2,500
Project: Solar Lighting for Secondary School
Location: Ekitangala Ranch, Uganda

For a high school serving a poor community with 450 kids in it. We have some solar in the school but it needs to be increased.
Total Estimated Cost: $1,500
Project: Rainwater tanks for Girls Cornerstone Leadership Academy
Location: CLA Girls, Matuga, Uganda

The area gets good rainfall that we are collecting off with roof gutters -  for the school’s use.  But, the number of storage tanks need to be increased to meet the needs of the school. 
Total Estimated Cost: $ 1,500
Project: Cornerstone Leadership Academy, Rwanda – Teachers housing
Location: Near Rwamagana Rwanda 

We need two additional staff houses. 

Total Estimated Cost: $15,000 each

Project: Cornerstone Leadership Academy, Rwanda – Chapel Roof
Location: Near Rwamagana Rwanda 
This is our leadership training High-School combining 120 students from both the Tutsi tribe and the Hutu tribe in Rwanda. We have finished building the chapel up to the level where we can put a rook on it. We need about $3000 to finish it.
Total Estimated Cost: $ 3,000
YOUTH CORPS HOMES
Project: Bukesa Home security fence 
Location: Kampala, Uganda

Our Bukesa Home has a security problem; the entire back perimeter of the compound has no fence, and allows unwanted intruders to enter freely. The entire left perimeter has a dilapidated couple of rusty barbed wires that pose little hindrance to those they are meant to keep out. The front perimeter has a couple of bushes stringed together with some old wires to mark the beginning of the property, but fail to create any sense of security for the young boys we are trying to nurture inside the premises.  Over the past few months, cooking wares, 2 mobile phones, shoes, clothes, books, food and other basic necessities have been stolen as a result of this lack in decent securing of the compound. Because the home is located in a rough part of town, the entire perimeter of the compound needs to be secured with a clean and tidy brick wall.
